Presenting works by national and international artists, contemporary relics from within the industrial                         
zone, and documentation of the first 6 months of PADA studios in Barreiro. 
 
PADA also celebrates the launch of their first publication archiving the artists that have worked with                               
the Cultural Association so far.
